1. The Blueberry Jamboree is a family friendly fair intended to celebrate Greenfield’s contribution of the high –bush blueberry to American agriculture. 
2. The entry fee of up to $25.00 entitles you to one 12’ X 12′ space. Spaces may be shared by more than one vendor at no additional cost. Fee is non-
refundable. Event will be held rain or shine. 
3. 12’x12’ space maximum (own set-up, i.e., table, chairs, tent etc. is vendors responsibility). Free Vehicle parking available at Oak Park. If you wish to 
park by your space, it must be reserved when this application is filed. Only One (1)  vehicle  per 12’x12’ space.  Car can not be moved during event. 
4. All vendor items are to be displayed within these spaces, not in aisles, walkways, or exits.  
5. Applications must be postmarked by July 1st, or the participant fee increases to $30.00.

If more than one participant applies to be in the fair that owns the 
same type of business every effort will be made to keep variety throughout the fair and direct competition at a minimum.
