7:15 P.M. Meeting Opened

PRenaud began reading the August 10, 2015 meeting minutes.  Minor spelling changes

done.  No substantive changes were made.

7:20 p.m.  KO’Connell asked RMarshall to sit in for SFox. 
7:30 Master Plan – Construction Material Chapter 
Board members agree that the chapter is all set
8:00 Allrose Farm 
KO’Connell advised the application is still in abeyance.  The ZBA will be continuing their deliberation on 8/26.
8:30 p.m. Capital Improvement Plan Update
KPaulsen said he incorporated the changes brought up at the last meeting. He also advised that APatt wants the budget process to start earlier.  He e-mailed to APatt the documents so that he knew ahead of time what we were thinking and as a result, APatt suggested some recommendations.  On the fire engines, refurbishment has already started, the paving project at the Recycling Center maybe sooner as there may be funds left over from the Gould Hill paving project. 

KPaulsen that he left the recommendations at 10 even tnough, APatt said with the reductions made, we could add more.   There are 14 projects spread out amongst three departments.  Any Capital Reserve funds left over, will be allowed to grow.   KDay asked KPaulsen at the Select Board meeting, “What do you have in your plan in   for savings for the Capital Reserve account.  KPaulsen responded $135K.  

He made some minor changes in the bar charts.  KDay asked for a Gant chart.  KPaulsen put together a Gant chart and it shows from 2015 forward some spread between the expenditures on vehicles.  If money is set aside diligently year after year in the Capital Reserve Fund, then in 2020, new vehicles can be purchased for the fire department.  This is a goal that the budget committee is trying to instill in the town.
After looking at the Gant chart, KPaulsen is going to add another line showing the outlay each year for the vehicles.

KPaulsen is also looking at the Highway Department to set aside $50K yearly.  That is not going to handle their needs, but I hope that when we get to 2020, we will have money from what we have been paying on the bond now.    Another change for the last recommendation is a study for the old building. The old office building’s lease will be up and then we can use the space for a fire, police departments, or extra office space.   At recent Select Board meeting, the Select Board members thought it would be great to have the budget committee and planning board members to come in and discuss the CIP on 9/17 at 6:30 p.m.  

A public hearing will be held on 9/14 for the CIP.  After the public hearing, we either accept or don’t.  If we don’t accept the CIP, then a second public hearing will need to be held.  PRenaud advised he still can’t get information from Marion Alese on the school budget for the CIP

8:25 p.m.   Comment for Heath Mitchell’s Board of Adjustment Variance Application 
PRenaud and RMarshall agree that this a good thing and it is one less driveway on a busy road, and that an easement will be place for future sale.  Also this driveway will not impact the wetlands.  There will be minimal wetlands disruption.  SAtherton said there is one less road from having someone coming out of.
For the Planning Board comment:  RMarshall motioned that the Planning Board for this particular case supports this variance due there being minimal impact on the wetlands, no additional driveway cut is needed and that there is an easement on the driveway for future sale. He later withdraw this motion and presented the following:
RMarshall motioned the comment to read as:  The Planning Board supports this particular variance because it minimizes wetlands impact, promotes public safety on a section of road that experiences heavy industrial traffic.  JFletcher seconded.  Vote:   Affirmative votes:  PRenaud, RMarshall, SAtherton, KPaulsen, JFletcher.  KO’Connell abstained.

9:05 p. m.  New business:

October 12 is Columbus Day which is the second Monday of the month.  The Planning Board meeting is re-scheduled to October 5.  PRenaud said he would be attending a Municipal Law lecture and the cost is $35.  
PRenaud is volunteering to gather information on “Open Space.”  Nobody is currently happy with our current open space ordinance.  After going through what we have now and the new RSA’s, he will have a newly worded ordinance that will help clarify ours. Both RMarshall and PRenaud will work on the ordinance and hope to present it in late October or early November. Their goal is to present wording before the upcoming town meeting in March.  This will be a revision of the current open space ordinance or a totally new open space ordinance it might even have a different name.  They also hope to have SPennoyer on board in creating a new ordinance.  
RMarshall said from recent charrette there were some zoning recommendations, so he is volunteering to get draft new language for the Village District and Business District.

PRenaud said he would like to address some changes in the Village and Business districts in what businesses could be allowed in the village district.  Such as allowing some of the larger homes to be changed into multi-use buildings. Such as allowing some of the older homes to be converted to condos.  These items need to be addressed and discussed.  Another sticking issue is the definition of customary home occupation and home based businesses.  JFletcher said he would like agritourism put into our ordinances as well.
